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perfectionism and waiting to feel fully 
prepared before starting. She doesn’t 
pretend those feelings disappear; she 
shows how to move forward anyway.

My biggest takeaway was removing 
the word “try” from everyday language. 
Instead of saying, “I’ll try to work out,” 
you say, “I’m working out Tuesday and 
Thursday at four.” Instead of, “I’ll try to 
study more,” you say, “I’m doing one 
practice test tonight.” When I tested this 
approach, I got more done in one week 
than usual - mostly because I stopped 
negotiating with myself.

Would I recommend this book to 
other teens? Honestly, yes, especially if 
you feel overwhelmed or stuck. Some 
examples are clearly written for adults, 
but the main message fits student life, too. 
We all say we’re “trying our best,” but 
this book quietly asks what we’re actually 
doing. After reading it, I’m done “trying” 
to be more organized. I’m just doing it - 
one decision at a time.

responsible, but it keeps us thinking 
instead of acting. The book challenges that 
habit and pushes readers to replace vague 
effort with clear decisions. Reading this 
reminded me of Yoda’s famous line from 
Star Wars: “Do or do not. There is no try.” 
That idea captures the heart of the book - 
choosing action over hesitation.

The author explains that living in “try 
mode” leads to stress, procrastination 
and the constant feeling of being behind. 
Instead, she encourages a “do or don’t” 
mindset where you make a clear decision 
and follow through. You either commit or 
you don’t - but you stop pretending that 
thinking about something is the same as 
taking action.

What I appreciated most is that the 
book isn’t loud or cheesy. It explains how 
habits work and why it’s easy to stay 
stuck even when you genuinely want 
to change. Through short stories and 
practical exercises, Ondrasik addresses 
common issues like fear of failure, 

One of the perks of my

Ondrasik’s main argument is simple 
but uncomfortable: when we say we’ll 
“try,” we often leave ourselves an escape 
route. “I’ll try to get that done” sounds
